CHARACTERISTICS OF A NARRATIVE [image: image1.png]



· Fictional writing

· Has a plot that develops through the story, (Definite beginning, middle and end.) 

· Often involves a problem or conflict that requires a solution

· Setting (when / where) and theme introduced

Narratives appear in novels, short stories, poems, plays, essays, biographies…
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· Refer to all relevant information

· Retell the story in your own words

· Write about the T.A.W. (Thoughts, Actions, Words) of the characters.

· Discuss main characters and their purpose

· Explain the WHO, WHAT, WHEN, WHERE, WHY
· Describe the problem and how it’s solved

· Support your ideas. “She was sad.”  ?! – Give proof! “She thinks it’s silly because…  EVIDENCE is needed when outlining/recapping the story
