- a tabled list of materials needed
- imperative sentences (bossy verbs) in the present tense

- technical vocabulary –task related jargon
- 2 words new to you underlined

- linking words to do with time (i.e. after, when, next, as soon as, then, before)

- maximum 3 diagrams to gain interest & clarify instruction

- buddy check signature to confirm edits, effort & readiness to submit
