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	ABIOTIC:
	The belief systems & languages, social relationships, institutions & organizations of a people.

	AGRICULTURE:
	The natural features of the earth's surface.

	AIR MASS:
	The ratio between a distance on a map & the “same” distance on the earth's surface (e.g., 1:100 000 means 1 cm on the map is equal to 100 000 cm on the ground).

	AIR PRESSURE:
	A resource that can be regenerated if used carefully (e.g., fish, timber).

	BIOSPHERE:
	Activities we use to modify natural resources to better meet our needs. We remove the impurities from mineral ores to get useful minerals.

	BIOTIC:
	Supplying water to soil through ditches, canals, sprinklers and drips.

	CLIMATE:
	Latitude 0º, imaginary line running east & west around the globe.

	CULTURE:
	Seasonal weather patterns observed over many years in a region. 

	DROUGHT:
	Substances found in rocks that can be used to meet human needs.

	EQUATOR:


	A term referring to living things.

	HUMUS:
	A natural physical feature of the earth's surface. Eg. plateau, a mountain or a plain.

	IRRIGATION:


	The life zone of air, land & water.

	LANDFORM:
	Decaying plant and animal life found in topsoil.

	MINERALS:
	The force that the atmosphere presses down on the earth.

	OZONE LAYER:
	In the stratosphere. This layer protects us from the harmful effects of the sun.

	PHOTOSYNTHESIS:
	A large body of air with nearly the same conditions of temperature & humidity.

	PROCESSES:
	The process by which plants convert sunlight into energy for growth.

	RENEWABLE RESOURCE:
	The cultivation of soil and the rearing of animals.

	SCALE:


	A long period without precipitation.

	TOPOGRAPHY:
	A term referring to non-living things.
